CTSC BOARD MINUTES

APRIL 16, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 8:10 a.m. by Lois DiGiaomo.  Minutes:  Frank    Fleischer made a motion to accept the minutes, 2nd by Edythe Stinson. Motion carried.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Rabbi Spitzer reported that CTSC has 35,329.40 to date.

Executive Director’s Report: Payment of $7,250 was received from  Mercy Medical Center for diversity training done on March 13th & March 20th 2008.  Nadine reported that approval is needed from the board for her and Hundlean to take advantage of tax shelters.  Rabbi said to ask the financial service company we use to form the resolution for the board’s signature.

New Business:  See attached Agenda for funding requests and status of same.  Organizational status:  BWC reinstatement fee $470.14, we now owe $99.00, paperwork filed for IRS taxes and paperwork refilled for non-profit status by attorney Paul B. Hervey.  Non-profit refilling MUST be done every five (5) years.
Our cost:  $100 refilling fee and $50.00 to Attorney Hervey.

Diversity Coordinator’s Report:  Reported in kind contributions for 2007 Winter walk, Correction to in kind contributions:  I ommited Thelma Slater’s name after  Giant Eagle – marshmallows as the person responsible for that donation.  monetary contributions: Unitarian Universalist - $100, Meadows & Motter - $200. Total - $300.  Expenses: liability insurance - $580, music – 300, hotdogs – 64.50.  Total - $944.50.

Fourth Annual Dinner set for Thursday, October 30, 2008 at Old Timers.  Sponsorship package has been developed to obtain funding for dinner.

Currently we have sent a package to Mt. Union College for consideration of a Title sponsor for $5,000.  Steve Okey, Okey Law Firm has agreed to be a Table sponsor for $500.  Thank you Steve.

Attended Generational Change And Leadership Transitions Conference on April 8, 2008.  See attached rpt.

Youth Summit:  First and of most importance, Mari Moss reported that she is engaged…..yeah, Congratulations.   Mari Moss reported on youth summit set for May 15, 2008 at Trinity Gospel Center. This will be an urban youth summit. The Stark County Task Force on Youth will donate $3,500 and with board approval CTSC will donate $500. Motion to give $500 to youth summit was made by Edythe Stinson and 2nd by Frank Fleischer.  Motion carried.

By-Laws Committee/Nominating Committee:  Lois reported that the committee (Lois, Edythe & Martha) met on April 2nd and decided to give all by-laws and articles of incorporation to Attorney Paul Hervey, who filed the initial incorporation papers, for further instruction.

Nadine informed board that Ron Ponder will resign from the board and will need to be replaced in June.

Mari Moss informed the board of the upcoming national day of prayer.

Rabbi Spitzer said cards/invitations for the national day of prayer set for May 1st,  were inappropriate because they only represented the Christian faith.  There was some discussion about the need for more religious inclusion.

CTSC has put in motion efforts to bring DCDC (Dayton Contemporary Dance Co.) to Canton in February 2009.  This is a fundraising event and everyone is needed to make it successful.  DCDC will cancel 60-90 days in advance if we do not have funds to support their arrival.  That means by November 2008, no later than December 2008 this event needs to be financially secure.  So, all efforts must be made to get all sponsors for our annual dinner, which is October 30, 2008, in place as early as possible.

Nadine presented a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the Greater Stark County urban League and Coming Together Stark County to provide diversity training in the community.  Attorney Steve Okey agreed to meet with Steve Jenkins, Director of the Urban League, to develop a MOU that more clearly represented the terms and conditions intended.  

A motion to accept an MOU between the Urban League & CTSC was made by Frank Fleischer and 2nd by Edythe Stinson.  Motion carried. 

The following board members volunteered to act as the Annual Dinner Committee:  Edythe Stinson, Chair; Louis DiGiacomo & Frank Fleischer

CTSC will work with The Repository to develop discussion groups to talk about race relations throughout Stark County.   The discussion groups will be facilitated by CTSC trainers.  The forum and time frames to be decided.

Nadine informed board of Goodwill’s employee appreciation week and that she had tickets for anyone who wanted to attend.

Ian Walton, Campaign Mgr. For John Boccieri for U.S. Congress, introduced himself.  Maybe Senator Boccieri can attend a meeting or some special event.

Thelma Slater informed the board that September 8, 2008 was International Literacy Day sponsored b the Rotary Club and they would like CTSC to be involved on some level.
