BOARD MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 16, 2009

President Spitzer called the meeting to order at 8:07 a.m. with introductions of board members and Sha‘Von Umbles,  a Pyramid employee assigned to work at CTSC, but is paid by Pyramid.  Welcome Sha’Von.

Minutes:  Motion to accept the March 18, 2009 minutes was made by Martha Lottman, 2nd by Edythe Stinson,  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:   We may still owe IRS $703.29, but all other concerns appear to be resolved.  We received refund checks in the amounts of $3.29 for the period ending on September, 2004, $7.99 for June, 2004 and $9.75 for December, 2006. 

The 2009-2010 budget was reviewed.  Our budget for 2009 is $72,300 with an anticipated deficit of of $8507.19.  This budget projects $5000 in profit income from the annual dinner and a minimum of $8,000 secured through diversity training.  

A motion to accept the 2009-2010 budget was made by James Walker, 2nd by Rabbi Leah Herz.  Motion carried.

Executive/Finance Committee:

The Faith Town Hall was discussed.  The committee noted that one strength of a community is to come together to discuss diversity and that is what we will ask of the  faith-based community. Before asking other, however we should develop  a community statement defining the  faith town hall and have it sent to everyone.  There will be more meetings to discuss this concept. 

Martha Lottman noted that President Obama has someone who is in charge of faith based initiatives.  We should find out how we fit in, as there might be funds available.  Martha said she is going to a conference next week and will try to get more information.   The faith town hall will be not occur  until the fall.  Rabbi Leah asked that it is done after the Jewish holiday.

CTSC Get-Together at the Harbor House in  June.  The Development Committee to organize this event.

Insurance:  Executive Committee met with Nicholas Insurance.  They could not give a quote based on unknown facts.  They need us to prepare an event schedule for the year with times, dates, etc. before they can give a quote. Nicholas is an independent agent/underwriter.  We are still securing the information they requested. .

Development Committee:  James Walker said that he is working on a August 29th Matinee.  He asked that we (Nadine) have a formal meeting with the theater board to establish CTSC’s partnership with the Lion’s Club.

Rabbi said we need board members to follow through. James Walker said he would be chairperson and would do the follow up.

Executive Director’s Report:  Thelma Slater’s lecture series will begin tonight (April 15th).  Bridges Out Of Poverty Friday.  CTSC may be asked to serve as a follow through  agency after the two day session.  The  2008 report on Mayor’s Literacy Commission Annual Report was distributed..  

Rabbi and Nadine met with the Repository.  There will be two more stories on the Color of Stark series: (1) on boards & commissions, how to get more diverse members of our community on boards & commissions and (2) revisit Louisville’s reputation and how it got that reputation.  Community Chats will begin in June.  CTSC suggested The Repository consider a report on youth followed by School Chats. The Repository was also informed of CTSC’s intention to host a Faith-Based Town hall. 

Rabbi informed the board that they would have been very pleased with Nadine during their meeting with the Repository.  He said this partnership with the Repository can grow.  If our funders had been there, they would say CTSC is doing something meaningful.

Diversity Coordinator’s Report:  The proposal for Goodwill has been finalized and given to Christine Hoffer, Human Resource V.P.  To date we have not heard back.  Will meet with Traci Dunn, Global Inclusion & Talent Acquisition Director for the Timken Co.

Nadine reported that we are attempting to get funding to attend Diversity Training in New York, so that we will be certified trainers.

Old Business:  Executive Director’s evaluation (notice only).  WHBC advertisement package is done. 

New Business:  CTSC will host a community chat on Fair Housing on April 21th at the Stark County District Library.  This is in collaboration with the City Of Canton.  April is Fair Housing Month.

We will meet with the staff from the Center on Non-Profit Excellence after the board meeting to discuss the results of our organizational assessment.  Nadine reported that we needed more trainers and asked for suggestions/names of any possible candidates.

Rabbi Leah Hertz volunteered to pay for ad for the Greek Summerfest sponsored by the Saint H. church since our practice is for Board members or staff to pay for ads for CTSC.

Martha, Rabbi Leah, Frank & Rabbi Spitzer will attend Bridges Out of Poverty Workshop April 23& 24, 2009 at Johnson Center, Malone University.

President Spitzer said he will go to the Sisters of Charity to have a look at their personnel policies on succession plans.

Nadine:  We are in need of more diverse trainers.  We currently have Doug Miller, who is a white male.  Want names of those whom the board thinks would be good trainers.  CTSC does not have a professional screening process.  Will ask Marcy Anxelband to cherry pick some candidates.  Rabbi Leah said they could put an announcement in the Temple bulletin, with a one-page description of what we are looking for.  

Nadine: going to conference April 17th  for state stimulus monies.  A possible fundraiser for CTSC is the Parade of Homes fundraiser.  The Development Committee will discuss.  

Nadine on vacation May 20th  - May 27.   Edythe will chair June board meeting, Hundlean will be present.

April 30th meeting with Chris Smith re: religious diversity and lack of sensitivity in the schools.  Hope to open door for monthly meetings.
