BOARD MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 18, 2008

The bi-monthly board meeting of the Coming Together Stark County was called to order at 8:05 A.M. by Vice-President Lois DiGiacomo.  Lois shared her involvement with CTSC with other board members present. 

Nadine introduced Ken Weber who spoke to our board about the plans for the Goodwill Community Campus.  Basically, Mr. Weber stated that Goodwill wants to provide a supportive environment for other non-profits.  He desired to have a Diversity Center within the building.  Presently, Goodwill is in the middle of a capital campaign to secure funding to create this center and to finish construction of the present building.  

They have secured funding in the amount of $45,000 form six Goodwill board members.   Greg Luntz and Craig Werren have agreed to co-chair Goodwill’s capital campaign. In addition to providing office space, Goodwill will provide other services to its partners who share the building.  

Finally, Mr. Weber shared the following regarding Goodwill.  The annual budget is $17 million, served ten thousand clients 450 clients in Cleveland.  The Canton office employs over 500 people.

Jeff Smith moved and Bob Fisher seconded motion to approve minutes of the April 16th meeting.  Motion passed.   

Treasurer’s report: $32,510.55 as of 6/10/08; income since 6/10/08 - $17,430.00 (sponsorships for annual dinner plus Stark Community Foundation grant), Expenses - $9,005.10 (major expenses include salaries, office and payroll taxes, now paid thru 2nd qtr.) balance as of 7/14/08 - $40,935.45.  Motion to accept treasurer’s report made by Frank Fleischer 2nd by Edythe Stinson, motion carried. 

Executive Director’s Report: We have received many letters of support for DCDC.  Nadine will see if we can video tape performances.  See attached report.

Diversity Coordinator Report: Completed 2 hour training for ICAN. Nadine is doing training proposal for Stark State College, SPARKS training set for September 12th, also called Amy Jones at CSE credit union, however she has not returned my call to date.
Lois DiGiacomo request that next meeting we have a report of the following:  1)what training has been done, 2) what are our goals, 3) what/who is our competition, 4)how are we going to provide training to those who cannot afford it.
By-Laws/Nominating Committee Report:

It was moved by Bobby Fisher and 2nd by Jeff Smith that Lois DiGiacomo fill the position of board president and Frank Fleischer fill the position of board secretary through December 31, 2008.

Old Business: 
Youth Town Hall – Mari Moss reported that 100 adults and 100 youth attended the youth town hall held at Trinity Gospel Temple.  
Annual Dinner – Edythe Stinson, Chair asked that each board member donate a basket to be auctioned off at the dinner. Annual dinner menu: chicken, fish, mac/cheese, greens, cornbread, tomato/onion relish, tickets $35.00.  Committee is undecided on giving “diversity” awards to community organizations, businesses, etc. Ads & Sponsorships - $450 in ads; Mercy Medical - $2500 event sponsor; Okey Law Firm  - $500 table sponsor; Martha Lottman - $500 table sponsor.

Nadine has been in touch with Jeff Gauger from The Repository to do community chats on race relations.  Mr. Gauger will publish articles on race relations which would be followed up by a community chat on the article.

Need new board members, particularly representation from Alliance and Massillon.

Jim Walker was introduced to the board as a potential board meeting.  Mr. Walker indicated that he would be interested in making the connection with the Massillon community.
