Treasurer’s Report: (attached)   Cindy Guest from Goodwill gave the treasurer’s report. 

It was reported that the grant from the Sisters of Charity in the amount of $100.000 was awarded over a three year period as follows: $50 thousand, 30 thousand and 20 thousand

Nadine asked for a Finance Committee report before next meeting (December 17th).  

Executive Director’s Report: (attached) Nadine reported that we provided Diversity training for the SPARKS program on Septemer 12, 2008 and we have upcoming Diversity training schedule for Mercy Medical Center on October 17, 2008.  Coming Together Stark County staff, along with Frank Motz met with the Repository staff regarding the impending community chats on race relations.  The first articles will begin on  November 9, 10 & ll.  Coming Together Stark County will schedule a series of community chats that will commence after the last article appears in the paper.  Frank Motz from the Stark Mediation Task Force will host one of the community chats.

Still trying to secure funds for DCDC (Dayton Contemporary Dance Co.).  Martha Lottman had concerns regarding going forward with DCDC without securing the needed funds first.  It was agreed that we would postpone this event until we secured funds first.

The Musser grant fits with our Youth Town Hall.  CTSC would get $900 as the fiscal agent. Nadine reported that the cost of the speaker for the annual dinner would be: $1,500 as guest speaker, $500 for providing training to our trainers/facilitators and the cost of one night room rental.

Diversity Coordinator’s Report: Hundlean reported that to date we have raised $7,325.00 in ads, sponsorships and tickets to offset the cost of the annual dinner.

Youth Coordinator’s Report:  Youth Town Hall set for Thursday, November 20, 2008.

We are looking forward to a good turnout. Schools that actually participated:  Alliance, Canton South, Glenoak, Timken and McKinley.
